What’s New for 2012?

This year brought many new changes yet again at Thunderhook. The Thunderhook crew worked hard to install
new docks and a scale system this spring which has helped speed up traffic around the dock area on busy days.
Added this fall were a new fuel system, moose cooler, and a newly renovated office. We plan to have the new
office up and running by spring and it will have new features including an ice cream cooler and restroom.
Each spring we purchase new outboard motors, replacing those that have seen 3 years in service. We’ve had
great results with the new four-stroke 15 and 20HP electric start Yamaha motors. They are quiet, powerful,
and have greatly reduced fuel consumption. Also, we will be adding more 16ft Lund Boats with walk through
seats for guests’ convenience. Our top priority is making sure you have a successful fishing vacation!

Thunderhook Outposts

We have continued to improve on our outpost facilities over the past year. Shabuskwia Lake now is complete-
ly outfitted with the new boats and motors as well as a new dock at the island. Shab South was put back into
service in late July after avoiding a large forest fire on the lake. We are blessed to have had the cabin spared. A
new fish cleaning house with moose pole was built at Funger Lake and at the Island on Shab, McKinley a new
dock, and Moonshine some routine improvements. Next spring we will continue to make improvements (i.e.
new docks, fixtures, tune ups etc...).

Smoothrock Camp

More great changes have taken place at the Smoothrock Camp this past year. The new boats and motors have
been a big hit with the guests and we have made improvements to the cabins. Next summer we plan on ex-
panding Wi-Fi internet access out to the point cabins, building docks, and other improvements as well.
Smoothrock has been designed to handle any size of group, from father/son/daughter, to corporate incentive
trips. Each and every group will have their own modern cabin, which are spacious enough to accommodate 2
to 12 guests. With all the comforts of home (private bathroom, hot shower, flush toilet, fresh linens, refrigera-
tor, stove, barbeques, fish cooker, screen porch and wood burning stove) you can’t go wrong!
